Kia ora koutou to our parents, students, neighbours and wider school community,

We are pleased to advise that the Ministry of Education’s design & plans for a new
classroom block on site at Oteha Valley School are being finalised in preparation for
construction to commence during 2021.

The three storey, 18 classroom block will cater for our increasing school roll & our
significant number of English Speakers of Other Language (ESOL) students. The start
date is still being confirmed but it is likely to start in the middle of this year, with
completion expected during 2023.

The three-storey building will be near our existing classrooms, replacing the four temporary
classrooms that are located between our junior playground and the existing two-storey
classroom block- Rooms 21-24. This location has been chosen to ensure strong
connections within and between all of our teaching spaces. The hard courts will be
expanded to provide more all-weather outdoor play space for our children and the new
building will also overlook the fields, strengthening the connection with this important
recreation area.

The board of frustees are committed to ensuring the safety of our students and minimising
disruption and during the construction period. Ongoing communication will be important
to ensure you feel informed throughout the construction and we'll provide further
information once details are confiimed. Because of the position of the building,
site access is likely to be inside the school boundary on Oteha Valley Road, around the
school fields so we will be working to ensure the safety of our children at all fimes.

We are excited that the project will get underway soon and that we can work alongside
our architects, project managers, staff and community to develop new teaching and
learning spaces for current and future learners at Oteha Valley School.
